» Very modest changes between two Censuses (2002 / 2010)




Census data: age structure dynamics
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» Similar structure of Turkish citizens and Turkish born population

» Turkish citizens are “younger” than population born in Turkey

Population of Turkish origin in Russia has very specific
demographic profile characterized with absolute
predominance of males and rather young age composition

The main reason of these disproportions is economic nature
of migration

Children born in Russia in families where at least one of the
parents has a citizenship of Turkey usually have Russian
mothers and Turkish fathers

More than 30% of Turkish men have their first marriage
experience in Russia with already divorced women
